The Youth Parliament of Pakistan met in the Margalla Hotel Hall, Islamabad, at thirty minutes
past ten in the morning with Madam Deputy Speaker (Ms Aseela Shamim Haq) in the Chair.

Recitation from the Holy Quran.

Madam Deputy Speaker: Shahana Afsar sahiba, Youth Shadow Minister for Information,
would like to present the policy towards PTV.

Miss Shahana Afsar: Thank you madam Speaker. This revised policy towards PTV is an
efforts by the Green Party of Youth Parliament, Pakistan, 2013 to move the position of Pakistan Television
from the representation of Government face to the representation of the State and nation face. Before the
coming to the specific clauses of the policy, I would like to give a brief introduction and the rationale about
the policy.

There are number of reasons for selecting this topic for our first media policy from the Party and
the major reason is that the contradictions we noticed in the sayings and doings of PTV. Pakistan

Television covers the highest percentage of population in Pakistan. PTV Home covers 89% of population



while PTV news covers 78% of Pakistani population which is the highest in comparison to any other
private channel of Pakistan. At the same time, PTV holds discretion in many things and covers a lot of
events which private media is not allowed. So, this makes PTV visible in many places where it is solely
representing Pakistan and its people. This is, therefore, important to analyze its policies and performance
and to work on them if required to change them.

Before formulating the policy a number of steps were taken. The first step was to study the
website of Pakistan Television, its history, its performance in history, its sections, its divisions and its
management. Then a random research was carried out to study the perceptions of general public of Pakistan
about the performance of Pakistan Television.

In the third step, the transmission of Pakistan Television News and Home were studied and their
programmes which include dramas, news bulletins, documentaries, current affairs shows and others were
studied. This all led to collecting information from three dimensions about the same channel and this led to
a defined policy towards PTV.
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Opposition at the same length. So, the equal representation should be ensured in the sessions of the
Parliament and the press conferences and the public meetings. There should be a qualitative change in the
news reporting as well as the presentation of news bulletins. We will recommend to have more active news
casters, more active and modern ways, better technology to make it competitive and appealing to the
private media of Pakistan. For this purpose not only employing new staff is important but equally important
is the proper training to equip with the new ways. News bulletins in regional languages will remain as they
are but we propose running tickers in Urdu along with the ones in regional languages because it will create
more learning possibilities about the regional languages. PTV promotes harmony, it promotes moral values,
citizenship,
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Daily programmes of Tilawat and Tarjuma will continue as they are. We propose more and more
usage of computer technology not just to facilitate the personnel but also to make PTV competitive with the
private media of Pakistan. We suggest that the board of directors and hence the Managing Director of PTV
which is already appointed by the Government of Pakistan, we suggest that they should be appointed by the
Government of Pakistan but not on political basis but on professional abilities and managerial skills.
Currently, PTV has 15 directors, responsible for different divisions of PTV, instead of two separate
directors of engineering department, i.e. Director Engineering Projects and Director Engineering
Operations. We suggest that only director and further two Deputy Directors for the different sections
should be appointed and similar should be done with the Director Marketing Division of PTV.

Finally, we lay more emphasis on the performance of PTV academy, it should be more active and
selecting talented artists and then train them for setting better standards as it used to do in the past.

This is due to male dominated
society which pose restriction on their freedoms particularly, their economic participation. An important
factor which is limitizing their economic opportunity is lack of education. Due to this factor most women
are kept out from main stream of the society. Women are highly concerned with the honour of men which
pose future challenges in their progressive activities.

Madam Deputy Speaker: Now, we move on to item No.7 on our agenda. Mr. Inam Ullah
Marwat sahib, would like to move the resolution.

Mr. Inam Ullah Marwat: I move that this House is of the opinion that the incumbent civilian
government should work for the betterment of the masses rather wasting time on cases that has nothing to
do with the welfare of the public. Energy crisis, corruption, and terrorism are the main areas of concern
rather than the trial of dictators. The pursuance of cases based solely on personnel vengeance is an utter
injustice in part of the government and abuse of the heavy mandate that the public has entrusted in
incumbent government with. Digging past will land Pakistan in a clash of institutions with grave
consequences for the building democracy. The civilian government should try to mark full stop to
unconstitutional takeovers through their performance and efforts to serve the public and to facilitate them.
Its the backwardness and lack of economic opportunities that make the general masses welcome the
generals and all other undemocratic forces to the corridors of power.

Madam Speaker, before I go to the main issue at hand in this resolution, first let me give a

historical background regarding this issue. We start when Pakistan came into being on August, 1947. We
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wanted Pakistan to be a democratic country. Unfortunately, because of some inherent problems and due to
some failure of Muslim League and we lost and did not maintain that system, we did not achieve that
democratic system and some undemocratic forces became a part of it. With the passage of time from that a
tug of war for power has started between these two sides i.e. democratic forces and undemocratic forces.
More than we have witnessed this fact that more than half of the history of Pakistan has been covered by
military and whenever they have come into power they have always tried to set aside the democratic forces,
I mean political parties in their vengeance and when the political parties have come into power, they have
always started to just challenge those undemocratic forces. Because of this tug of power what we face in
Pakistan, a lot of issues. Madam Speaker, I would like to talk about the recent phenomenon, the current
situation that is going on in Pakistan that again the history is repeating itself. Again this tug of war is going
between the civilian government and the undemocratic forces. Civilian governments have now come to this
point that they are trying now to challenge the undemocratic forces. I am especially talking about the trial
of the previous military dictator whose case is nowadays pending in the Supreme Court.

Madam Speaker, my point is that, it is true that accountability should be there, something like that
should be there but the sort of situation, the sort of scenario in which we are at present, we cannot afford to
go for this trial and it can be a wastage of time because of some reason which I will go through. Madam
Speaker, we should accept this fact that these democratic forces and the undemocratic forces have been a
part of this political system in Pakistan for the last 60 years and if each of them has a huge stake in this
system. Now, if one tries to set aside the other, we have to pay the price and we have witnessed this in the
history that every time whenever they tried to set aside, not to accommodate each other, we have faced
military dictatorship at uneven times, we have faced some weak democracies. So, just because of this thing
that huge stakes are involved here, this will be a Pandora box, I mean a trial of a previous military dictator,
there were many government officials who were involved in such types of coups that was happened in 1999
and the emergency that was imposed in November, 2007. So, huge stakes are involved in this. So, just to
avoid this Pandora box, we should let the system go on and should not waste our time in these cases of trial.

I would like to give the second reason is that this is a very fortunate time for all of us. In Pakistan,
for the first time, as civilian government has just completed its five years and in order to strengthen this
democracy, we need to give it some time. It is not in a position that it can go through such a huge or big
problem. It can be very heavy and tough for the military.

Third reason, that I would like to give is that it is also a wastage of time, I mean by putting the
military dictator on trial because the issue we are facing at present, there are terrorism, energy crisis and
others and because of these issues people have given mandate to the incumbent government to get rid of
these issues and not for this thing that they should just put military dictator on trial.

I am not saying that this should be avoided but at present the focus should be on the resolution of
these issues and the present Government is trying to shy away from its responsibility. The point that I a
trying to make is that we need to focus our attention towards performance, we need to resolve the issues, if

they want to strengthen themselves, if they want to have the hegemony. They should focus on performance.
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The present government is a bit trying to shy away from the current problems that Pakistan is facing and
they are trying to divert the attention of the people from these issues by bringing Musharaf’s case. So, they
should work for the public welfare and we should also know that the people have always welcomed the
military dictator just because of the incompetence of these civilian governments. So, my point is that
civilian government should focus their energies on performance rather than just trying to challenge military

dictators. This can be very fruitful. Thank you.
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country. These must be resolved as early as possible but we can not ignore these dictators. We shall make it
an example out of this Mushraff and we must trail it as early as possible and I completely oppose this

As a state governs all the actions of the citizens, it is
proposed that the state of Pakistan should adopt some basic and common moral principles as governing
rules and these rules cannot be based on anything other than faith of 98% of people of Pakistan i.e. Islam.

Also once again not
everybody is involved in these immoral acts.

So, firstly, I will go on to explain that what is integrity of character? I suppose this needs an
explanation.

When I mention this state here, what I actually meant was that, obviously we all talk about bringing change
from the individual level to top level. Actually, in Pakistan, we all differ, we all differ with how much
everything, we differ on our vision, we differ on our ideology and right now in this Parliament, we are
going to definitely oppose this resolution.
